The marking on the lintel above the door is done in the order of the blessing above: first the “C” then the “M” then
the “B”; go back to the beginning and write “207; go to the end and write “15”; then fill in the crosses (+) last. The
marking above the main door of the house (as well as any other doors) should finally look like this:
